Get you bike safety checked.

Wheels  (remove wheels from bike)
 check for play in wheel bearings
 check for broken spokes
 check for wheel wobble.
 Check tires for cracks, bulges and balding

Front Steering
 Check for play on the bearing

Drive Train
 check for seized links, rust and play
 check dérailleurs (free movement, dirt and alignment
 Check dérailleur cables (free movement and full range of motion)
 Pedals (free motion and play against the bearings)

Brakes
 check and adjust brake calipers
 check and adjust brake cable

Miscellaneous
 Adjust seat if required
 Reflectors/lights/Bell

This will be an inspection and light tuning of the bike.  If more work is required, 
the bicycle owner can make arrangements with Bill Barrie, owner of the Almonte 
Bicycle Works to have the bike serviced.  Donations appreciated.
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
